UniversitØ Laval and co-director of the Centre 
interuniversitaire d’Øtudes quØbØcoises (CIEQ). He is a 
specialist of eighteenth-nineteenth- and twentieth-century 
Quebec history. He has long been interested in the 
relationship between state, law and society, in particular 
the criminal justice system, the police and local 
administration. He also has a particular interest in the effects 
of the Conquest on Quebec society. These themes are 
explored in several articles and in a recent book, 
Magistrates, Police and People: Everyday Criminal Justice in 
Quebec and Lower Canada, 1764-1837 (Toronto: Osgoode 
Society / University of Toronto Press, 2006). His work has 
received a number of distinctions, including the Prix Lionel-
Groulx of the Institut d’histoire de l’AmØrique française, the 
Clio-Quebec Award of the Canadian Historical Association 
and Honorable Mention for the Law & Society Association’s 
James Willard Hurst Prize. His current research projects 
include violence between men in Lower Canada and 
penal justice in Quebec City, 1856-1965. Some of his papers 
are available at <http://www.hst.ulaval.ca/profs/dfyson/>.
